Notes: Mr. Dan Major contacted the Society with concerns regarding his two children - Quinn (age 4), and Miracle "Mira" (age 3) - in their
mother's care. Currently, Mr. Major has no known address for the mother and the children, and advised that no one has heard from
them since May 12, 2004. Mr. Major advised that his family has a lengthy history with this Society, and that he was recently released
from spending two years in prison for allegedly assaulting Ms. Major. Mr. Major denied these allegations, and advised that the court
system has exonerated him. Mr. Major further advised that since he has been released from prison, he has attended family court and
has obtained custody of his children. The police became involved when he contacted them to assist in obtaining physical custody of
the children. Mr. Major advised that Ms. Major left when she received notice that the police were to attend to remove the children.

Mr. Major has several concerns for the children being in Ms. Major's care. He advised that Ms. Major "faked having cancer" at the time
of their second child's birth, and that she subsequently poisoned Miracle for eight months after the birth, citing that Miracle was
exhibiting effects of her cancer. Ms. Major is also alieged to have "no control of temper" and will hit the children. Mr. Major stated that
Ms. Major has historically hit him and screamed at him in front of the children. He also has some concerns for Ms. Major's mental
health, and advised that she is a "psychopath”. He advised that a former business associate of Ms. Major's (who is also a
psychologist) gave the mother this term, however, that there is no formal diagnosis. Mr. Major is also concerned as he has previously
known Ms. Major to be suicidal (in 2000 or 2001), and feels that she may harm herself and/or the children before letting them live with
him. Mr. Major stated "for all we know, Sherry and the kids are dead". Worker asked what prompted this statement, Mr. Major replied
"Because she's a nut". Mr. Major stated that he last saw his children in February, 2002 and last saw Ms. Major in January, 2003.

Mr. Major advised that he has contacted the police to assist with obtaining a Canada-wide warrant for Ms. Major's arrest, for
kidnapping the children. Mr. Major does not feel that he will get adequate services from the police as Ms. Major is currently seeing "a
dirty cop". Mr. Major noted that he feels that there is much corruption in the police, and with the Society. He feels that the Society did
not believe him during prior involvements. Mr. Major reiterated that he has absolutely no idea of where Ms. Major and the children may

be currently.

In consultation with Intake Supervisor Lori Ireland Mills, it was determined that codings of 11A (for alleged poisoning) and 538
(Caregiver capacity, mental health allegations), were warranted. However, given that the family whereabouts are unknown, the file is

to be considered as a Report Received, Not Investigated.

On June 21, 2004, this worker contacted Mr. Major and advised on a voice message that, as there is no known location for the
children, the Society cannot intervene at this time, but that he should notify the Society immediately if their whereabouts are learned.
Mr. Major called this worker back and left a voice message with additional concerns. He advised that Ms. Major's landlord stated that
when the mother moved out, that there were 20-30 hard liquor bottles in the home, and that his children were referring to a neighbour

as "daddy", which he feels is confusing for the children.
