Ms, Major's partner has been in custody since February 20, 2002 and was officially
i detained in custody after his bail hearing on February 27, 2002. Ms Major’s partner is
i currently being held at the Metro West Dentition Centre awaiting trial on these charges.

! On numerous occasions, Ms, Major has expressed her fear of her partner and has advised
1 me she feels she must relocate her children and herself in an attempt to be safe. Ms.
Major has also advised me that she feels it is necessary to change her name and the name
| ofthe children in order to be safe from her partner when he is released from custody.

Dan’s notes:
This letter to NIVA (New Identities for Victims of Abuse) was in the York CAS file obtained by Court Order in 2008.  Proves CAS (then caseworker Walter Sienko) worked against Dan to assist in Sherry’s flight – and was totally aware of Sherry’s intent to try to get an identity change and relocation.
Note that when I “pled guilty” in October 2001 it was only so I could go back home to live in my house with my wife and children, not knowing Sherry was colluding against me.  I moved home the very day I copped that plea.  If Sherry was truly scared of me she simply could have made arrangements (behind my back) with the Crown Attorney’s office to not even have a plea bargain made available to me – and to not sign the document that permitted my return home!  

Isn’t it ironic that while I was only accused of charges I was removed from my home yet as soon as I said “okay, I’ll cop a plea and say what you want me to say, just so I can go home.  Okay, I did it.  I’m guilty” that I was allowed to go home that very day!!!  This shows that the system is about politics, not right and wrong, since it knowingly will attempt to use any plea bargain against the individual in future matters.
