To Whom It May Concern:

1 am writing once again in regards to what I feel is nothing other than a systematic and ongoing
witch hunt by the York Regional Police and Crown attorneys, perpetrated against me. My rather strong
opinion is based on the facts of the situation, which I will once again enlighten you on.

-1 previously and formally expressed my concerns to you, in writing, two years ago but did not receive
a satisfactory response (not surprisingly, my telephone conversation with your representative in mid-
March 2005 claimed to have no record of my previous complaint .. how convenient!)

-1 did not receive a written response from your commission

-since my last request of OCCOPS I have subsequently been exonerated on two additional sets of
charges that were both scheduled to go to trial. On each occasion, after keeping me out on bail with
restrictive conditions for a considerable period of time, the charges were withdrawn citing “no
reasonable chance for conviction”. A very minor investigation in each instance would have readily
discerned that no offense had been committed prior to either of the arrests.

-YRP have now arrested me five times in regards to my ongoing matters, laid roughly 30 charges
against me, have dealt fully with each matter and have a grand total of zero convictions. This is
harassment! Although one might readily argue incompetence, which could very well also apply to the
situation, I hereby maintain that the YRP and Crown attorneys in fact have a personal grudge against
me because I have dared to speak the truth inside the courtrooms, have withstood their onslaught, and
have had the audacity to fight back.

Let me now digress to some revelations from my initial trial, after I had been unjustly detained
for 16 months!

-my wife (and accuser) was revealed as a massive fraud artist, having impersonated a doctor for five
years, having a medical journal selling North America-wide, having ripped me off for $500,000, having
been featured in a 3% page Toronto Star “Miracle baby” story (attached). In fact, it was proven, and she
admitted under oath, that she NEVER had cancer. Her entire story was concocted after she discovered,
through my admissions and her stealing my passwords to my various financial accounts, that I had over
$300,000 in one of my accounts. Obviously, I was bankrupted by her fraud (which included over
$100,000 in cash advances on my credit cards and lines of credit).

Are you beginning to sense a bit of motive for my wife to make false allegations against me?
On February 20, 2002 I called PC Terry Jordan to report crimes by my wife, after finally determining
that she was nothing other than a liar and fraud artist extraordinaire. Rather than even remotely
considering my side of the story to possibly be the truth and then investigating it, Jordan merely noted
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arrested me at that time and I spent the next 16 months unlawfully detained. My trial subsequently
proved my side of the story to be fully accurate and my wife to be a liar of epic proportions. PC Jordan
did not investigate anything other than my wife’s lies, in his vain attempt to prove my guilt. He also
threatened me (details upon request) during a closed conversation at the police station and
subsequently threatened my 60-year-old mother as well.

Jordan did not do a thorough investigation. He never considered MOTIVE (big money was
one reason why my wife lied, in addition to her own mental infirmities!). He not only disregarded it
but went one step further by writing up a supplementary report whereby he claimed the state of mind of
the accused (me) to be “blaming everyone else for his own problems”. Not one to rest on his laurels,
he then furnished the court with a report from a psychiatrist (one of many that my wife had been
seeing!) claiming that IF I were to EVER be released from jail it should only be after I were to undergo
a thorough and formal psychiatric evaluation. This report came from a shrink who had never met or
spoken with me and was totally basing his opinion on lies he had heard from his own mentally unstable
client. My wife admitted, under oath, that her own gynecologist tried to admit her to a psychiatric
ward. I made the mistake of not permitting him to do so and this evil woman turned around and
destroyed my life as I ever knew it, with much help from the YRP, the Crown attorneys and various
“helpful” organizations such as the CAS and VWAP. What a farce!

The worst is yet to come. I have now not seen my children in well over three years due to
the situation created by the YRP and your “system”. This is directly attributable to not only previous

actions of the YRP but also their current behaviour. Note the following:

-my initial series of arrests, harassment and detainment by the YRP led to my wife having full custody
of my children while I was detained for 16 months

-five days after my release a warrant was issued for my arrest. Once again the case was based solely on
the accusations of my wife, who by this time was known as a massive liar

-about this same time, PC Aaron Busby refused to accept testimony from me concerning witnessed
accounts of physical assaults perpetrated against me by my estranged wife. He claimed it to be a case
of “sour grapes”.

-my arrest led to one week spent in maximum-security jail in Lindsay awaiting bail followed by 3-1/2
months of restrictive curfew conditions akin to house arrest

-at trial day the Crown finally withdrew the eight charges, citing a “minimal probability of conviction”.
However, the damage was done since a conviction would likely have only resulted in a 30 day penalty,
as clearly noted by my lawyer at the bail hearing. I got screwed for time either way and everyone knew
it, despite the total absence of ANY supporting evidence. An investigation would readily have
shown that my wife was harassing me, not the opposite as claimed!

May 12, 2004
—I got a child custody court order for the police to “locate, apprehend and deliver” my children to
me. Each time I contacted the YRP they claimed they couldn’t find Sherry and advised that I would

have to find her myself. I recommended contacting PC Terry Jordan since I knew he had a rather
“cozy” relationship with my wife (read between the lines!). Jordan admitted having contact with
Sherry, including having her email address, but refused to divulge any information.
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-a psychologist that had numerous meetings with Sherry emphatically declared that Sherry is a
“psychopath”

-my wife’s family, having also lost contact with Sherry (other than her telephone calls), advised that
Sherry was “safe” in a “police protection program”. If true, then YRP are disregarding the court order.
If false, then YRP are also disregarding the court order since they do not follow up with Sherry’s
family to track down her whereabouts.

July 6, 2004

-I was arrested for the fifth time pertaining to these matters, for supposedly uttering a death threat on
tape in the presence of a Justice of the Peace at the Newmarket courthouse! Note that the arresting
officer is none other than PC Busby, who earlier had refused to accept legitimate supported evidence of
crimes and now resorts to harassment as his retribution.

November 27, 2004
—I was threatened by the Supervisor at the Markham (Hwy 7/McCowan) detachment of the YRP. He

flatly refused to allow me to file a missing children’s report for my children, thereby preventing me
from ideally escalating the matter to the RCMP national database and away from the “indifference” of
the YRP. He claimed that “Your kids aren’t missing. They are in hiding with your wife since you are
up on criminal charges.” He also yelled at me “This is a public place so get the fuck out of here” and
repeatedly stated “there’s the fucking door”. He refused to allow me to even take a business card from
the front desk. For the sake of my own safety I demurely exited without getting the individual’s name,
but I do know that the time was 4:25 p.m., the receptionist was a husky woman and that PC Terry
Jordan was on the premises but REFUSED to come out and speak with me.

FEBRUARY 9, 2005
-I met with my lawyer, Bill Fysh, at the YRP station in Newmarket to file a formal Missing Children

report

-Staff Sergeant Klimm (badge #374) also declared that the children are “not missing” and that they are
“in hiding” from me. Constable Pleskina claims the YRP can’t enforce the court order because I still
have an outstanding charge of uttering a death threat and to retrieve Sherry would be turning her over
to “someone who is going to kill her”. Mr. Fysh notes that the charge does not preclude YRP from
doing their job of enforcing the court order and further advises that we want the children, not Sherry.
-S/S Klimm declares “We all know where they (Sherry and the kids) are.” “Therefore we’re not
going to take a Missing Kids report but we will take a police information report.” Once again, the
YRP have prevented me from seeing any form of justice by not doing their jobs correctly. Let me
reiterate that I haven’t seen my kids in over three years since they were abducted by my wife, a known
and admitted (under oath!) criminal. What part of this equation doesn’t warrant criminal charges

against my wife?

MARCH 4, 2005 - TRIAL

-as I fully expected and had predicted for eight months, the Crown withdrew its charge on the premise
that “Upon reviewing the matter it has been determined that there is not a reasonable chance for
conviction.” The reality is that there NEVER was any threat and the tape proved it. I made certain my
statement was on tape for my own protection and yet I still got jerked around for eight months! YRP
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control me and to force me to rack up thousands of dollars more in legal fees.

MARCH 5 & 12, 2005

-YRP continued to stymie my efforts to get my children, claiming they are “unaware” of any court
order in their possession (despite having been given copies on more than one occasion). The duty
officer claims he will have to talk to someone else.

-note that the YRP have continually refused to take a Missing Children Report, despite previously
repeatedly claiming they didn’t know where Sherry and the kids are. By not filing this report they
thereby prevent me from utilizing the services of the various agencies that help to locate missing kids

(i.e. Child Find).

So, as one can readily see, the YRP and Crown attorneys have continually stymied my efforts to
live a free life with my children by subjecting me to false arrests where due diligence was not taken.
The Crown attorneys further compound their mistakes by claiming to not have time to review the
evidence, in full knowledge that there is no evidence that would ever lead to a conviction because I
never did anything wrong! Five arrests with no convictions is NOT a coincidence! Nor isita
coincidence that not once in those five arrests did any YRP officer look into my side of the story. If as
much time was spent chasing criminals as has been spent harassing and controlling me York Region
would be a far better place to be. Perhaps the governing committees should take citizens’ inquiries

considerably more seriously than they seem to.

Furthermore, why is it that the YRP continually refuse to press charges against my wife for her
criminal activities, using her own admissions under oath from my trial? It would be a 100% chance for
a conviction and I would love to not only testify but also put in a Victim Impact statement that would
ideally be taken into consideration at her sentencing. Is there any chance whatsoever that I will ever
begin to see justice within the YRP and court system, or will those in power continue their efforts to

thwart me?

I am always open to providing assistance to those who are interested in doing a thorough and
proper job of investigating and revealing the TRUTH of my ongoing matters. Irealize this is
something frequently not heard within our courts but note that I do not intend to be swayed from
ultimately seeing justice, or as much as can be had at this point in time.

Miracle on Jeremy Drive

mother’s hand yesterday in hospital. Until the first week of December, Major didn’t know
she was pregnant. She was told the swelling in her stomach was the result of cancer
treatments she was undergoing.

An unexpected child is born

Sherry Major was surprised that she was pregnant.
She was shocked to discover her daughter would live.

In this season of Miracles, the Majors of Unionville are celebrating a miraculous birth.
After battling advanced cervical cancer with radiation and chemotherapy for most of last
summer and fall, Sherry Major delivered an apparently healthy 6-pound, 1-ounce baby girl on
her front hallway floor early Friday morning.

More astonishing, Major, 30, didnt’ even know she was pregnant until the first week
of December.

”It’s a miracle; how else do you explain a baby surviving all this?” she asked as her
daughter’s tiny hand grasped her finger.

The Star could not reach her doctors yesterday. But here’s the story she tells.

Major, who is trained in sports medicine, suspected she might be pregnant last
February. But a pregnancy test was negative. After a second test in March showed the same
result, Major urged her doctors to investigate further.

In April, doctors removed a one-pound cancerous tumour from Major’s cervix, and all
thoughts of pregnancy vanished.

After eight weeks of radiation, Major’s abdomen began to swell, a common side effect
of the treatment, she was told. More critical, however, was the cancer — it had spread to her
uterus and right lung.

Doctors urged immediate surgery to remove her uterus. But Major hesitated. She said
she comes from a big family and didn’t want to close the door on future children. When an
oncologist suggested chemotherapy, she jumped at the chance.

Meanwhile, Major’s abdomen kept swelliing. But her doctor didn’t want to drain the
fluid until she had completed the chemotherapy.

By early November, blood tests, an ultrasound and an MRI all confirmed that the
cancer was gone — a blessing by any measure.

Now if she could only get rid of the fluid in her abdomen, she could erase the evidence
of her battle with cnacer and get on with her life.

Mysteriously, however, several attempts to remove the fluid caused Major to become
so violently nauseous that the procedures were stopped.

”The body seems to know when it needs to protect itself,” she said.

Finally, the first week of December, Major, who also has a 16-month old son, began to
bleed heavily. Terrified the cancer had returned, she rushed to Markham-Stouffville Hospital.
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of tests. When she returned to the hospital several days later for the results, she was thrilled
to learn that her cancer didn’t appear to be returning.

But she was surprised to learn that she was pregnant.

Unfortunately, a fetal heart monitor could find no heartbeat.

Devastated, and preparing for the worst, Major went into labour late Thursday night at
their home on Jeremy Dr.

”I told my husband I would take a taxi to the hospital, because we had no one to be
with our son Quinn. But then my water broke and the baby started coming. I screamed for
my husband to call 911.”

Dan Major said he didn’t know what to expect. ”All of a sudden I saw black hair and
a head,” he said. I couldn’t believe it. I thought (the baby) was dead. She was all blue and
not breathing.”

On his wife’s instructions, Dan place the baby on her chest — and the baby then started
sputtering and then breathing.

”We were astonished,” he said. "My wife had been making funeral arrangements for
whatever might come. And here we had a live baby.”

Paramedics arrived shortly after the baby was born and rushed both Major and the
baby to Markham’ Stouffville Hospital where Major said she still wasn’t sure her newborn
was going to make it.

”She was spitting up, her colour wasn’t very good and she was not breathing well. I
was pretty frightened.”

But by late Friday afternoon the infant began to settle down and yesterday she was a
bright, healthy pink, and breathing well.

With chemotherapy chemicals still in Major’s bloodstream, nursing is out of the
question. But the baby is sucking on a bottle and keeping formula down well, a proud Dan
Major reported last night.

”You’ve heard of Ripley’s Believe It Or Not; well, here’s another one for the
storybooks,” he said.

”All I can say is they both are an inspiration,” he said of his wife and new baby.

Major said she is still trying to wrap her head around the fact that she is a mom again.

”It’s just been so overwhelming,” she said.

‘When asked about the timing of her experience so close to Christmas and the ancient
story of the Virgin Birth, Major grew quiet.

”] am a believer,” she said, pausing to wipe tears from her eyes.

There is a long history of cancer in Major’s family. The disease claimed one of her
brothers years ago. Another brother had a cancerous lung removed just last year.

”If no one in my family believed in miracles before, they do now,” she said.
