Dear Sir,

I have not seen or known of the whereabouts of my two young children in over six years, largely due to the actions, both past and present, of the York Regional Police.  Quite simply, YRP have assisted in the abduction of my two young children and have made considerable efforts to ensure that I am unable to find neither my children nor justice in this matter.
Let me apologize in advance for being unable to fit my concerns onto a single sheet.  However, as you will once again readily ascertain, this would be a severe improbability given the amount of injustice I have suffered at the hands of the YRP.

I am writing this letter out of my total and utter disdain for the York Regional Police.  My viewpoint is not personal, but rather is entirely based on the actions of various individuals within the YRP.  Although I don’t doubt YRP capabilities, these unjustified actions over the past six years leave me with very little respect for the ethical standards and motives running rampant within your organization.

Specifically, I have been subjected to ongoing police harassment, incompetence, dereliction of duty, bombastic behaviour, threats and indifference.  Just look at the many facts surrounding my ongoing debacle incurred at the hands of the YRP:

-I endured five unjustifiable arrests, 27 criminal charges, extended periods of detainment and three trials that culminated in zero convictions! 

-never did the YRP investigate my side of the story in my arrests;  my version of events was factual, profound, straightforward and later discovered to be the truth in each instance!

-since 98% of Ontario trials result in convictions might one reasonably suspect that my case involved considerable police harassment, incompetence, shoddy police work or worse?  The statistical probability of obtaining zero convictions from my three trials is eight in one million!  If one further factors in my earlier conditional discharge (the conditions of which I easily met) prior to knowing how “the system” actually works, the probability of obtaining zero convictions against me then becomes sixteen in 100 million!  These outstanding numbers are significant and are obviously not coincidental!

-a key factor in my arrests (mainly related to domestic assault issues) was the testimony of my (ex-) wife

-my wife admitted under oath that she lied in four police statements against me; each of these written statements was on a form clearly advising that it is a criminal offense to lie on such a report and that the punishment is a minimum 2-year sentence (maximum 14-year)

-I have not seen or known of the whereabouts of my two young children in over six years since the YRP initially (unwittingly?) assisted my wife and then stymied my efforts through their lack of cooperation with me

-I have a Canada-wide Court Custody/Access Order for my children which the YRP have not been fully cooperative with.  YRP claims an inability to locate my children.

-YRP has always known of the whereabouts of my children or has had access to information to determine their whereabouts

-in December 2006 a YRP officer advised in writing that “no crime was committed” by my wife, despite being fully aware of my first trial results whereby my wife had admitted to numerous crimes including the following:  lying under oath, impersonating a doctor for five years, fraud, committing theft both under and over $5,000 and abducting my children.  Perhaps most disturbing of all, the officer advised that my children were “safe” but the YRP refused to enforce my Custody/Access Order at that time.

-although the YRP recently claimed to be attempting to locate my children I must question the sincerity and motive behind such a claim since the investigator handling the matter has never once spoken with me or even made an attempt to telephone me or return my numerous calls; I wonder whether this claim is akin to O.J. Simpson’s claim to be looking for his wife’s killer
-the YRP finally recently admitted that my wife is indeed a criminal (they filed a warrant for her arrest); why is it that my knowingly “safe” children are unable to be located?

-why is it that a woman known to be a child abductor and admitted criminal is not pursued with the same diligence (including an Amber Alert!) that a male abductor is?

-despite having my multiple days in court to supposedly clear my name I am fully aware that I am labeled “behind the scenes” within “the system” as some form of “undesirable” – when and how will this situation be remedied?   

To add insult to injury, I now copy the following Duties of Police Officers, as taken from the YRP website:

· Protecting life and preventing injury 

· Protecting property 

· Preserving the peace 

· Preventing crimes and other offences and providing assistance and encouragement to other persons in their prevention 

· Assisting victims of crime 

· Apprehending criminals and other offenders and others who may lawfully be taken into custody 

· Laying charges and participating in prosecutions 

· Executing warrants that are to be executed by police officers and performing related duties 

· Performing the lawful duties that the chief of police assigns 
Note these additional facts pertaining to my case, all of which are directly contrary to YRP stated duties for their officers:

-YRP caused me great harm and endangered my life by repeatedly and unjustifiably having me detained in a maximum-security facility where I sustained numerous injuries
-my property was not protected but instead was virtually entirely taken from me while I was incarcerated (including my house and many personal belongings);  a YRP officer actually threatened and impeded my mother as she tried to claim some of my belongings from the matrimonial home

-YRP actions in this matter have done nothing to preserve peace 

-YRP are fully aware that I am a victim of crime yet they have hindered my efforts at seeking justice by not laying charges and pursuing convictions against my wife and by not enforcing my Court Custody/Access Orders
-YRP have blatantly discouraged me from seeking justice through their use of verbal threats, lack of cooperation and overall lack of professionalism

-YRP committed crimes by lying under oath against me at my bail hearings  

-YRP condoned crimes by not actively seeking out and prosecuting the admitted criminal in this matter (my wife)
-YRP assisted my wife in fleeing and a YRP officer actually physically assisted her in moving belongings from an address from which the Sheriff’s Department had locked her out.  This was the same officer discovered to be having an affair with my wife; hence his motivation to persecute me and encourage other YRP officers to not be cooperative with me!

-YRP did not perform the lawful duties assigned by their police chief

I am not interested in political posturing, rhetoric or optics.  I hold the YRP responsible for their numerous woes in this ongoing fiasco.  This includes having continually treated me as a reprobate whilst not properly doing their jobs concerning the recovery of my children and the more blatant aspects of declaring that a known and admitted criminal has committed no crime and hence won’t be held accountable for those admitted crimes. Why am I continually condemned for being idealistic and having the courage to speak truthfully to my bullying oppressor?  Where does the lunacy end? 

Nowhere in your corporate mandate have I ever noticed the motto “To Serve and Protect Admitted Criminals!”  Am I being unreasonable to expect bona fide answers and results from the YRP?  If so, I would appreciate someone with intestinal fortitude to actually be honest with me for a change.  If YRP are going to dawdle or at times outright hinder the mission to recover my children then I deserve the right to know this in advance.
